Weekly Word Study Homework

Dear Parents/Guardians, 
Every week your child will be bringing home words or pictures to practice our spelling and phonics skills. Each night of the week, your child is expected to do a different activity to ensure that these words and the spelling principles they represent are mastered. This work does not need to be turned in on Friday with the weekly homework!
Monday – The student will cut and sort the words into categories (the header “oddball” can be used to group words that don’t fit elsewhere). The student should read each word or say each picture aloud during this activity. Ask your child to explain to you why the words are sorted in a particular way – what does the sort reveal about spelling in general, or about phonics principles? Ask your child to sort them again as fast as possible (timing them may add a dimension of fun!). 

Tuesday – Do a “blind sort” with your child. Lay down a word from each category as a header and then read the rest of the words aloud one by one. Your child must indicate where the word goes without seeing it. Lay it down and let your child move it if he or she is wrong. Repeat if your child makes more than one error. 

Wednesday – Assist your child in doing a “word hunt”. Use books or magazines from home. Make a chart with column headings for the spelling pattern or sound featured. Have your child list as many words as possible as he or she reads. 

Thursday – Friday in class we will have a dictation. This is where the teacher reads sentences aloud to the students and the students are responsible for writing the sentence with correct capitalization, punctuation, spacing and handwriting. They are also expected to spell word wall words correctly, stretch out words and use word sort features in their writing.
